Punakha Suspension Bridge: It is one of the longest and oldest
suspension bridges in Bhutan.
After the Punakha sightseeing come back to your hotel in
Thimphu.
Dinner and overnight stay in Thimphu.

 Dinner and overnight stay in Paro.
